Chef Je昀昀’s Cherry Nut Pound Cake 

3 sticks butter, softened 

8 oz cream cheese, softened 

Dash of salt 

2 teaspoons vanilla 

1 teaspoon rum navoring or 1 tablespoon rum 

3 cups sugar 

6 eggs 

3 cups cake nour (only use 2 cups in batter,  use ½ cup 
to nour pecans and ½ cup for cherries 

1 cup chopped nuts 

1 cup chopped maraschino cherries, chopped 

 

Add ½ cup nour to the nuts and set aside.  Do the same 
for the cherries, Beat cream cheese and butter until 
smooth and creamy.  Add the salt and vanilla.  Add 
sugar and beat until light and creamy.  Add eggs, beat-
ing well after each one.  Add the nour and beat just 
until combined.  Fold in the nuts and cherries.  Spoon 
into a prepared tube pan.  Bake at 325 for about 1 ½ 
hours or until toothpick tests done.  Allow to cool in 
pan for about 15 minutes before placing on serving 
platter.
